Course Description/Overview
This class is the first of three introducing Hebrew.  The class is a basic Hebrew grammar class.  However, introductory issues related to exegesis will also be incorporated.  The overall goal is to equip the student to read and exegete the Hebrew text.  The importance of reading the Hebrew cannot be minimized.  Competent exegesis and interpretation rely upon the ability to read and listen to the text.
Hebrew is completely foreign.  Greek is an Indo-European language and has many affinities and roots found in English.  Hebrew does not.  It is a Semitic Language.  It reads from right to left (backwards from our perspective); words are built on tri-consonantal roots, which need to be known to use a lexicon, etc.  
Learning Hebrew is enjoyable, hard work.
