This course is the third installment in New Testament Survey and covers Hebrews through Revelation.  The class will focus on introductory questions as well as textual, exegetical, and theological issues relative to each book.  However, the majority of classes will be devoted to the books of Hebrews and Revelation, with particular emphasis upon the theology of these books.

1. the authorship and date of the books from Hebrews through Revelation;. 
2. the major textual, exegetical, and theological issues of each book; and 
3. the interpretive issues regarding the various interpretations of the book of Revelation.

Introduction
The critical review is to follow the following form.  Each section must have a response.
Write your own brief, periphrastic summary of the essay.  This will help you discern your level of understanding.  

 

In one sentence, state the thesis of the essay. If you cannot articulate the author’s thesis in one sentence, it is most likely that you have not understood the essay.



Write out the reasons the author gives for the thesis articulated.



Evaluate the author’s argument.  Do you agree, or disagree?  Why do you agree; why do you not agree?



What aspects of your thinking were challenged?  Did the article influence your thinking one way or another?  In what way did the article help clarify, modify, or change your thinking on the subject?
